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2A - BACKGROUND

Policy Developments

· What were the key developments in the relevant policy area in the BC in the reporting period? 
Until this moment
, still no decision has been taken regarding the number of Courts of Appeal, their location, their territorial jurisdiction or the buildings where they will start functioning.
 No President of the Courts or ‘quarter masters’ and no Judges, Public Prosecutors or auxiliary staff members have been appointed yet.

It is very unlikely that the courts can be opened on 1 June 2007, the latest possible date according to the Law on the establishment, duties and powers of the ordinary Courts of First Instance and Regional Courts of Appeal. True, as we were told, it is not inconceivable that the courts physically start later than 1 June 2007 without changing the law. In the starting period it will take some time before a case load will have been built up, so that might again give a few months’ grace. However, in that scenario too, there is no time left for delay of further preparatory activities. According to the aforementioned Law the Minister of Justice, the High Council for Judges and Public Prosecutors and other authorities each have their own clear responsibilities, but we cannot see any movement on the essential issues. It is inevitable to put question marks with respect to the continued political support to the timely establishment of the Courts of Appeal.

There are some developments that strongly highlight these question marks: the general elections in the near future, the Courts of first instance (again) and the appointment of members of the Court of Cassation. Below we elaborate on these issues shortly.

The general elections in the near future
In November general elections will be held. Three months before the election the Minister of Justice (together with the Ministers of Transport and Home Affairs ones) will be replaced with a politically independent Minister. According to what we are told this might affect the activities for the establishment of Courts of Appeal.
The Courts of first instance

In our IQR 4 we reported about the court case that the association Yarsav (“Union of Judges and Prosecutors”, established last summer) filed against the Ministry about the selection of some hundreds of candidate judges and public prosecutors. As mentioned in that report the Council of State suspended the selection decision and referred the case to the Constitutional Court. Thereupon the Constitutional Court decided that the selection decision was not unconstitutional and the Council of State lifted the suspension. However, recently we were informed that the Council of State – this time the General Chamber – on the request of Yarsav again suspended the decision. The relevant By-law is supposed to be unconstitutional. Again this means that the recruitment of candidates for the courts of first instance will be blocked. And once again this stresses the concerns of the High Council for Judges and Public Prosecutors about the fact that the appointment of 1000 judges and prosecutors for the Courts of Appeal will take away one third of the best judges and prosecutors from the top of the first instance courts without any supplement at the bottom.

We deem it necessary to mention here that a law is pending in parliament regarding the establishment of a public body for Judges and Prosecutors. This law will outlaw associations of Judges and Prosecutors other than cultural and sport associations, which would 
entail the end of Yarsav. We do not want to comment on this law here, but we mention it to show how the Courts of Appeal are established in a to some extent tense environment.

The appointment of members of the Court of Cassation

During PSC meeting 4 we were informed that the law amending the law on the Court of Cassation, which is essential and condition sine qua non for the establishment of Courts of Appeal, would reduce the number of members of the Court of Cassation from 250 to 150 and that this law would be passed through parliament end of February. However the law is still pending. A few weeks ago the newspapers brought the news, that (the judicial members of) the High Council want(s) to appoint 23 members of the Court of Cassation to bring the number on 250 again, despite the soon expected decrease of this number. This raised differences of opinion between the Ministry and the High Council. According to the most recent information the differences have been settled: the High Council has met again on 15 April 2007 and effectuated the appointments. It is difficult to understand how these appointments are supposed to be consistent with the envisaged start of the Courts of Appeal and the decrease of the number of members of the courts of cassation just two months later. 

PSC 5 meeting
All these developments can have a (negative) impact on the establishment of the Courts of Appeal. We would appreciate it if the Ministry and the High Council could update us during the PSC 5 meeting about the most recent developments and preparatory measures.

Overall Assessment of progress

General

The project as such is running more or less smoothly. The Train the trainers seminars have been completed, the handbooks are printed and the definite version has been translated. We are now half way the Roll out, which means that most of the problems have been sorted out and that we are working on routine by now. Cooperation is continuing to be good. We are concerned when the Courts of Appeal will actually be established (see 2A).

Side letters

In this reporting period eight (8) side letters were submitted to the CFCU in Ankara.

· Side letter 15: Addition of the city of Samsun to the cities of training seminars for judges dealing with civil, and judges and prosecutors dealing with criminal cases and auxiliary personnel. Decreasing the number of seminars in Ankara by one (activities 3.25, 3.26 and 3.27).
· Side letter 16: Addition of MS experts Ms. A. Arpeau and Mr. B. Ahnborg to the pool of experts of activity 3.25. Addition of MS experts Ms A. Ten Bosch-Gerritsen and Ms H. Jonrup (former Nillson) to the pool of experts of activity 3.27
· Side letter 17: Addition of RTA Assistant or Language Assistant to activities 3.25, 3.26 and 3.27 so that she will travel with the RTA to the seminars organized in the regions.
· Side letter 18: Addition of MS Component Leader of Component 1 to activity 1.5
· Side letter 19: Addition of Per Diem and travel expenses of interpreters during activities 3.25, 3.26 and 3.27 in cities other than Istanbul and Ankara.
· Side letter 20: Addition of Ms. Marianne Lejman to the poll of MS experts in activity 3.27 and increasing the SE STE’s in activity 3.27 by one.
· Side letter 21: Addition of six seminars to the training seminars for judges dealing with civil cases and judges and prosecutors dealing with criminal cases to be held in Ankara. Addition of one training seminar for judges dealing with civil cases and judges and prosecutors dealing with criminal cases to be held in Istanbul. Decreasing two training seminars that were planned in Izmir and one seminar that was planned in Erzurum. Cancellation of two seminars that were planned in Samsun and two seminar that were planned in Antalya (Activities 3.25 and 3.26)
· Side letter 22: Increasing the Per Diem budget with one night per expert per seminar for the MS experts who will attend the seminars in Erzurum. 

The CFCU approved all above mentioned side letters. However, hard copies of the side letters 20, 21 and 22 shall be submitted to the CFCU shortly.
