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USS BIRMINGHAM (CL-62) 1943-1959
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Flag Hoist/Radio Call Sign: November - Alpha - Whiskey - Juliet

Light cruiser named for the city of Birmingham, Alabama, the "Steel City", was a Cleveland class light cruiser laid down at the Newport News Shipbuilding and Dry Dock Company of Newport News in Virginia on 17 February 1941 and launched on 20 March 1942 by Mrs. C. Green, wife of the president of the Birmingham City Commission. She was commissioned on 29 January 1943. 

The Birmingham was one of the fightingest ships of the Navy and suffered heavy damage on at least three occasions. Following her shakedown cruise the Birmingham was assigned to the Atlantic Fleet. Departing Norfolk, Virginia on 2 June 1943, she steamed to the Mediterranean and gave gunfire support during the invasion of Sicily (10 July – 26 July 1943). Returning to the United States 8 August 1943, she was reassigned to the Pacific Fleet and arrived at Pearl Harbor 6 September 1943. Joining the fast carrier task force screen, she took part in the raids on Tarawa (18 September 1943) and Wake Island (5 October – 6 October 1943). At the Solomons, she took part in the Battle of Empress Augusta Bay (8 November – 9 November 1943), along with her sister ships Cleveland, Columbia, Montpelier, and Denver. This was the first major action by the new Cleveland class light cruisers that were entering the fleet. 

During the daytime, Japanese planes hit the Birmingham with two bombs and a torpedo, which kept her out of the night surface battle with the IJN fleet that followed. The Birmingham retired to Mare Island Navy Yard for repairs which lasted until 18 February 1944, and then she rejoined the Pacific Fleet.


   

USS Birmingham along the burning USS Princeton (Battle of Leyte Gulf, 24-10-1944)
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Damage to the cruiser's after smokestack and superstructure, caused when USS Princeton (CVL-23) blew up during the Battle of Leyte Gulf, 24 October 1944. She was alongside Princeton, assisting with fire fighting, when the carrier's after bomb stowage detonated, showering Birmingham with fragments and causing heavy casualties among her crew.

Assigned to Task Force 57, she took part in the battle of Saipan (14 June–4 August 1944); the Battle of the Philippine Sea (19 June–20 June); battle of Tinian (20 July–1 August); battle of Guam (21 July); and Philippine Islands raids (9 September–24 September). She then served with Task Force 38 during the Okinawa raid (10 October), northern Luzon and Formosa raids (15 October and 18 October–19 October), and the Battle of Leyte Gulf (24 October). During the latter she suffered great topside damage from explosions on board the aircraft carrier USS Princeton while courageously attempting to aid that stricken vessel. The Birmingham retired to Mare Island Navy Yard for repairs which lasted from November 1944 to January 1945.
(Note: According to the report of casualty Gunners-mate 3C Russell Lavern died in enemy action on 4-5-1945 , was first missing, later declared killed in action and burried at sea. He was killed by the kamikaze attack near to the forward gun turrets as you can see on the photograph #NH98129 shortly taken after the attack.) 

	There was a hypnotic fascination to the sight so alien to our Western philosophy. We watched each plunging kamikaze with the detached horror of one witnessing a terrible spectacle rather than as the intended victim. We forgot self for the moment as we groped hopelessly for the thought of that other man up there.

Rejoining the Pacific Fleet, the cruiser supported the battle of Iwo Jima (4 March–5 March 1945) and battle of Okinawa (25 March–5 May). During Japanese Kamikaze attacks on ships off Okinawa on 4 May 1945, USS Birmingham was again damaged when a Japanese Kamikaze plane crashed into her deck just aft of the forward gun turrets, suffering more than fifty crewmen killed and many others injured. 

Returning to Pearl Harbor, she underwent repairs between 28 May and 1 August 1945.The USS Birmingham rejoined the 5th Fleet at Okinawa on 26 August 1945, and then in November steamed to Brisbane, Australia. She returned to San Francisco on 22 March 1946 and was taken out of commission and placed in reserve there on 2 January 1947.  She was then stricken from the Naval Vessel Register on 1 March 1959 and then scrapped at Long Beach in California. The USS Birmingham received nine battle stars for her World War II service.
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According to the report of casualty gunners-mate 3C Russell Lavern died in enemy action and was later burried at sea by administrative Navy decision. His name is mentioned in the Court of The Missing on the Honolulu Memorial at the National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific, Honolulu, Hawaii.

	SIGNIFICANT AWARDS: Purple Heart, Asiatic Pacific Campaingn Medal with Star


1. Description: The bronze medal is 1-1/4 inches in width. On the obverse is a tropical landing scene with a battleship, aircraft carrier, submarine and an aircraft in the background with landing troops and palm trees in the foreground with the words "ASIATIC PACIFIC CAMPAIGN" above the scene. On the reverse, an American bald eagle close between the dates "1941 - 1945" and the words "UNITED STATES OF AMERICA".

2. Ribbon: The ribbon is 1 3/8 inches wide and consists of the following stripes: 3/16 inch yellow 67108; 1/16 inch white 67101; 1/16 inch scarlet 67111; 1/16 inch white; 1/4 inch yellow; center 1/8 triparted old glory blue 67178, white and scarlet; 1/4 inch yellow; 1/16 inch white; 1/16 inch scarlet; 1/16 inch white; and 3/16 inch yellow.

3. Criteria: a. The Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal was awarded to personnel for service within the Asiatic-Pacific Theater between 7 December 1941 and 2 March 1946 under any of the following conditions:

        (1) On permanent assignment.

        (2) In a passenger status or on temporary duty for 30 consecutive days or 60 days not consecutive.

        (3) In active combat against the enemy and was awarded a combat decoration or furnished a certificate by the commanding general of a corps, higher unit, or independent force that he actually participated in combat.

    b. The eastern boundary of the Asiatic-Pacific Theater is from the North Pole, south along the 141st meridian west longitude to the east boundary of Alaska, then south and southeast along the Alaska boundary to the Pacific Ocean, then south along the 130th meridian to its intersection with the 30th parallel north latitude, then southeast to the intersection of the Equator and the 100th meridian west longitude, then to the South Pole. The western boundary of the Asiatic-Pacific Theater is from the North Pole south along the 60th meridian east longitude to its intersection with the east boundary of Iran, then south along the Iran boundary to the Gulf of Oman and the intersection of the 60th meridian east longitude, then south along the 60th meridian east longitude to the South Pole. The Asiatic-Pacific Theater included Alaska, Hawaii, Philippines, Australia, New Zealand, and all of Asia. 

4. Components: The following are authorized components:

    a. Medal (regular size): MIL-DTL-3943/247. Medal set with full size medal and ribbon bar. NSN 8455-00-269-5764.

    b. Medal (miniature): MIL-DTL-3943/247. Available commercially.

    c. Ribbon: MIL-DTL-11589/17. NSN 8455-00-257-0525. Available commercially.

    d. Streamer: The Asiatic-Pacific Campaign ribbon is used as a streamer for 21 streamers on the Army flag. Units that received campaign credit display the streamers with the inscription as listed on their lineage and honors.

5. Background: a. The Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal was established per Executive Order 9265, dated 6 November 1942, by President Franklin D. Roosevelt and announced in War Department Bulletin 56, 1942. The criteria was initially announced in Department of the Army (DA) Circular 1, dated 1 January 1943, so that the ribbon could be authorized prior to design of the medal. The criteria for the medal was announced in DA Circular 84, dated 25 March 1948, and subsequently published in Army Regulation 600-65, dated 22 September 1948.

    b. The ribbon design was approved by the Secretary of War on 24 November 1942. The yellow ribbon has white and red on each side to represent the Japanese colors. The center blue, white, and red stripes are taken from the American Defense Service Medal ribbon and refers to the continuance of American Defense after Pearl Harbor. 

    c. The medal was designed by Mr. Thomas Hudson Jones. The reverse side was designed by Mr. A. A. Weinman and is the same design as used on the reverse of the European-African-Middle Eastern and American Campaign Medals. The medal design was submitted to the Commission of Fine Arts on 22 May 1947 and the first medal was presented to General of the Army Douglas MacArthur on 17 December 1947.

    d. A bronze star is worn on the ribbon to indicate participation in designated campaigns. The designated campaigns for the Asiatic-Pacific Theater and inscriptions used on the Army Flag streamer set are:

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HONOLULU MEMORIALThe Honolulu Memorial is located within the National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific in an extinct volcano near the center of the city at 2177 Puowaina Drive. 

On either side of the grand stairs leading to the memorial are eight courts of the missing on which are inscribed the names of the 18,096 American World War II missing from the Pacific, excluding those from the southwest Pacific, and 8,200 American missing from the Korean War. Two half courts have been added at the foot of the staircase that contain the names of 2,504 Americans missing from the Vietnam War. At the top of the stairs is a chapel flanked by galleries containing mosaic maps and descriptions of the achievements of the American armed forces in the Central and South Pacific regions and in Korea.
