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Dutch garageheads. Lead singer/organplayer/guitarist Eric Geevers was Link Wray's bassplayer on his last three albums (and a number of tours). They play Flying V guitars (one with built-in theremin!), and where other bands 'play garage rocker' (and will jump on any bandwagon), these guys just play garage rock. Raw, pure, loud.

If you're looking for new ideas, look elsewhere. If you want your rock'n'roll as wild as if they invented this type of music themselves just the other week, you will love 'em.
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What we have here is 'garagesurf': playing the trad instrumental type of surf tunes, but with garage attitude and some pretty wild stage antics. This is not your average surf combo, I'm afraid, but from jazz clubs to dirty squats, from frat parties to skate festivals, people wig out to this band. What started as a one-off gig by some head honchos in the Dutch garage/surf scene now has become serious. Well, almost.
